
Directions to York Institute for 

Community Theology 
 
 

York Institute is located at York St John University College, near the Minster on Lord 
Mayor’s Walk, near its junction with Gillygate and Clarence Street. Lord Mayor’s 
Walk forms part of the Inner Ring Road, which closely follows the city walls and Bars.  
 

 
 
Approaching York from the following directions:  
 
Thirsk (A19): turn left at Bootham Bar traffic lights into Gillygate. Enter the outer lane 
and at the next traffic lights, turn right for Lord Mayor’s Walk. St John’s public car 
park is on Lord Mayor’s Walk, just past the College.  
 
Harrogate (A59): turn left at the second traffic lights into Water End towards Clifton. 
Cross the river and then at the junction with the A19 turn right towards the City 
Centre. Proceed as above.  
 
Leeds (A64): fork left into A1036 (signposted York West). At Micklegate Bar traffic 
lights turn left and follow Inner Ring Road signs. After crossing the river turn left at 
the traffic lights into St Leonard’s Place. Keep in the right-hand lane and at the traffic 
lights, go straight on into Gillygate. Follow the signs for the Inner Ring Road.  
 
Selby (A19): beyond the Fulford Barracks, fork right into Cemetery Road and follow 
the Inner Ring Road to the right.  
 
Hull (A1079), Bridlington (A166) & Scarborough (A64): turn right at Walmgate Bar 
traffic lights into the Inner Ring Road.
